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TRANSPORTATION
The Waitsfield Board of School Directors’ primary goal is to provide safe, economical and efficient transportation for eligible students to and from school within the town of Waitsfield. The district may provide transportation to non resident students as authorized by the school board.

Student Expectations: Students are expected to conduct themselves in a manner that is respectful of others, property, and their own well being. Students are expected to follow the rules set forth in the family and student handbook and by the bus driver.

1. Overview

Bus transportation to and from school is provided for by Vermont statute as a privilege under T16 VSA Section 4 1221 and 1222.1. Responsibility for establishing bus routing and scheduling is assigned to the Transportation contractor and the Principal and approved by the Board.

1.1 All bus routes shall be reviewed by the Administration annually and this review,

including any recommendations for route changes, shall be brought to the Board of

Directors by August of each year.

1.2 Following Board of Directors’ review and approval, a printed schedule of bus

routes and times shall be made available to families prior to the beginning of each school year.

2. Eligible Students

2.1 Pupils who are required to attend school and who are residents of the school

district are eligible to ride the bus to and from school, provided that students adhere

to the School’s Discipline Policy.

2.2 Students who live outside the district, but are on an established bus route, may be

eligible for transportation.

3. Routes and Schedules

3.1 Primary consideration in bus routing and location of pick-up points shall be:

A. Pupil Safety

B. Age, maturity, health, and special needs of pupils transported

C. Cost and Efficiency of Operation

D. Coordination with other schools within the district

E. Bus routes shall be established to ensure that no student shall be required to

ride on a school bus to and from school for more than two hours per day

F. State Regulations

G. Road conditions and safety of operation and travel.

3.2 Routes will be adjusted as necessary, given seasonal road conditions.

4. Responsibility

4.1 The School District’s responsibility for the student begins on his or her entry on
to the transportation vehicle, and terminates on his or her safe exit from the

transportation vehicle. All students shall be expected to adhere to the rules

and regulations applying to their conduct on the bus.

4.2 Students and their parents are responsible for conduct and behavior at the bus stop

prior to entry on a bus and following exit from.

5. Transportation Agreements

The superintendent shall submit to the school board for approval any contracts, leases or purchases necessary to maintain and operate transportation equipment, and shall include in his or her annual report to the board information as to all pupils transported by the school district and the expense thereof.
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
